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Nora Fantaisie (2025) - World Premiere

Nora Fantaisie is inspired by the traditional Southern Thai
dance Nora, blending its graceful movements with lively
rhythmic music. The piano reimagines the timbre of the
pinora (traditional oboe) in a fantasia form, moving through
motifs such as Rua, Cherd, Sodsroi, and Chak Bai, before
culminating in the vibrant Hak Kho Ai Theng and resolving
into a tender melody that reflects the beauty of nature and
Southern life.

Composed in honor of Elisabeth Zana, a former French
ballerina who, after losing her daughter in the tsunami,
founded NAT Association and Natacha School supporting
underprivileged children for over 20 years. This symbolizes
the friendship between Thailand and France, marking 340
years of diplomatic ties between France and Thailand.

In 2021, Nora was inscribed by UNESCO as Intangible
Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

Crystal Pheasant is Nat Yontararak’s first concert work,
written as variations on the Thai traditional theme Soi Saeng
Daeng. The piece presents the theme and four variations,
progressing from low to middle and high registers, evoking
tenderness, wonder, and the shimmering brilliance of the
“crystal pheasant.”

By using the whole-tone scale to echo the unique Thai
seven-tone scale, Nat creates a distinctive sound. In the final
variation, the melody shines with radiant power and
fulfillment, leaving a sparkling impression of joy—Ilike the
dazzling glimmer of the crystal pheasant itself.

Movement I: Central Region (Maestoso)

Structured in sonata form, this movement features two
principal themes drawn from Kaek Mon Bang Khun Phrom
Tao, a classical melody associated with Bang Khun Phrom
Palace, where the Bank of Thailand - the heart of the
nation’s economy is situated and Kiew Kao (“Harvesting
Rice”), a gentle and lively folk tune that honors rice as the
staple food deeply embedded in Thai life. Bangkok, the
capital city, embodies the modern Thai identity. This
movement seamlessly blends the elegance of Thai court
music with the warmth of folk traditions, symbolizing the
harmony between the refined culture of the court and the
everyday lives of common people.
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Movement II: Northeastern Region (Allegretto Scherzando)
Opening with Ho Sam La (three ceremonial salutes), the
music progresses into Toey Sam Changwa, a thythmic motif
that mimics the sound of the Kaen, a unique traditional reed
instrument of Isan. The middle section, set in a major key,
evokes the sincerity and sweetness of Northeastern life. The
playful rhythms and spirited energy reflect the festive nature
of Toey rhythms, reminiscent of the traditional Isan dance
known as seung. These qualities highlight the cheerful and
fun-loving spirit often associated with Thai people from this
particular region.

Movement III: Northern Region (Larghetto)

This movement illuminates an atmosphere of serenity and
grace, inspired by the ancient Lanna Kingdom and its
enchanting charm and sense of mystery awaiting to be
discovered. The theme Ngiew Ram Luek also known as Mong
Sae Sae Mong Ta Lum Tum Mong is transformed into a three-
beat meter, diverging from the traditional two-beat structure
of Thai music. The result is a flowing, dance-like rhythm that
captures the elegance and charm of Northern Thai culture.
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Movement IV: Southern Region (Allegro Tempestoso)
Composed in rondo form, the main theme Krao Talung is
interwoven with two additional melodies: Kreed Yang
(“Rubber Tapping”), also known as Mong Leya, and Pa-teh,
a vibrant folk tune.

Driven by powerful percussion, this movement reflects the
intensity and dynamism of Southern Thailand. The energetic
pace builds toward a dramatic finale, revisiting the majestic
Maestoso theme from the first movement and culminating in
a bold, decisive reprise of Krao Talung.

Nat Yontararak
- Piano

Nat Yontararak is a leading figure in Thailand’s
classical music scene. A concert pianist,
composer, and educator, he became the first
Thai Steinway Artist, and was recognized as an
outstanding contemporary artist by Thailand’s
Ministry of Culture. His signature composition,
Siam Sonata, pays tribute to the country’s four
regions and has been widely performed in
Europe and the U.S.

He has performed in renowned venues such as
Carnegie Hall in New York, as well as across
major venues internationally. In 2024, he was
named among Tatler Asia’s 100 Most Influential
People in Thailand, and received the Decoration
of Honour “Bene Merito” from the Polish
Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He was also made
a Knight of the Order of the Star of Italy in
2018, and received the Decoration of Honour
“Meritorious for Polish Culture” in 2015,
highlighting his sustained international
recognition.

Beyond performance, Nat has played a major
role in music education and cultural
development. In 1985, he founded Nat Studio,
one of Thailand’s most respected piano schools.
He also designed and established Sala Sudasiri
Sobha, a premier concert hall in Bangkok that
presents both rising Thai musicians and
international artists through collaborations
with embassies and cultural partners.

Lukasz Kurzydlo is a versatile percussionist,
composer, and sound designer with roots
in jazz, Balkan, Latin, and world music.

His projects have led to collaborations with
Grammy-winning saxophonist Jakob Dinesen,
Thai choreographer Pichet Klunchun, and pianist
Nat Yontararak. He has performed at leading
festivals such as Pannonica and Siesta, and
since 2018 has been an endorsed Tycoon Artist.
In 2024, he received Poland’s Bronze Cross of
Merit for promoting Polish music in Thailand.
